	Personal, social and Emotional Development
	-Select and use activities and resources. Ask for help when needed
-Develop their sense of responsibility and membership of a community
Become more outgoing with unfamiliar people, in the safe context of their setting. 
Show more confidence in new social situations.
-Play with 1 or more other children, extending and elaborating play ideas.
-Increasing following rules, understanding why they are important.
-Make healthy choices about food, drink, activity and tooth brushing.
-Talk about  their feelings using words like “happy”, “sad” “ angry” or “worried”.
-Understand gradually how others are feeling.

	Have activities set out for them to choose and resources easily attainable.
Choose helper of the day. Show where we put our food waste and cardboard milk cartons. Place water bottles and lunch bags in marked places.
Go through our class rules. Reminding them why they are important.
Go through the Colour monster book. Have other resources made, - colour monster calming bottles ( make with children), stick puppets etc. Have them easily accessible. 
Tuff tray with dentist set up.
Talk about healthy food.
Establish routine. Washing hands before snack and lunch. 

Teach If you are happy and you Know it. Change the lyrics to if you are sad, angry, excited etc. Ask them to think of an action to go with each emotion.







	Physical Development
	-Continue to develop their movement, balancing and riding. (scooters and bikes) and ball skills.
-Skip, hop, stand on one leg and hold a pose.
-Use large muscle movements to wave flags and streamers, paint and mark make
-Go up steps and stairs, or climb apparatus, using alternate feet.
-Collaborate with others to manage large items, such as moving a plank safely, carrying large hollow blocks.
-Use one-handed tools and equipment, for example, making snips in paper with scissors. 
-Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.
- Show a preference for a dominant hand
-Be increasingly independent as they get dressed e.g put coats on and do up zips.

	Have a selection of bikes, scooters and balls available everyday in the outside area.

Have brain breaks of dance and freeze songs etc
Play music that provokes different emotions. Ask them to move in the ways the music makes them feel and mark make on a large piece of paper in response to the music.

Do yoga and streamer dance. Large pieces of paper on the floor or across tables.


Have climbing apparatus outside.
Use large foam shapes in the hall.
Make an obstacle course in the hall.

Encourage children to make obstacle courses together outside using blanks and crates etc.

Scissor activities and using safety knives to cut up their own fruit or make their own snack. Use hammers to hammer nails or tacks
Have a selection of writing equipment easily accessible. Encourage them to draw pictures of themselves and their families.

Show them the upside down trick to put on a coat.
Selection of funky finger activities throughout the term. elastic bands, peg boards, dough disco, playdough, threading etc.

	Literacy
	-Engage in extended conversations about stories, learning new vocabulary.
-Understand the five key concepts about print*
Develop their phonological awareness*- 
counting syllables/spot rhyme/words with same initial sound
Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example: writing a pretend shopping list that starts at the top of the page; writing ‘m’ for mummy.
Write some or all of their name
Write some letters accurately

	Book of the week and use word wall.

Have name cards made up for them to write their own name.
Encourage mark making in sand and other sensory materials - shaving foam, gloop etc.

	Maths
	-Develop fast recognition of up to 3 objects, without having to count them individually (‘subitising’).
 -Recite numbers past 5.
 -Say one number for each item in order: 1,2,3,4,5.
 -Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total (‘cardinal principle’).
-Show ‘finger numbers’ up to 5.
-Link numerals and amounts: for example, showing the right number of objects to match the numeral, up to 5.
-Compare quantities using language: ‘more than’, ‘fewer than’.
-Make comparisons between objects relating to size, length, weight and capacity
-Talk about and identify the patterns around them. For example: stripes on clothes, designs on rugs and wallpaper. Use informal language like ‘pointy’, ‘spotty’, ‘blobs’, etc.
-Extend and create ABAB patterns – stick, leaf, stick, leaf. -
-Notice and correct an error in a repeating pattern.

	Pick up natural objects from outside to subitise. Use any objects inside to count and subitise. Do small group work as well as whole class carpet time.
Count children at registration. Ask a girl to count boys and a boy to count girls. Who has more or less.
Compare sizes/weight of objects. - leaves, sticks, stones.
Measure each child with string and glue on a piece of card, who is the tallest/ shortest. 
Line up children in height order.
Find three objects.
Can they make models of their homes using duplo, lego and wooden building blocks. (3d Shapes)
Or make houses drawing round 2D shapes.
Use the 3 little pigs numicon houses.










Use a variety of objects to make patterns - compare bears, sticks, pine cones, leaves, insect and vehicle sorting 

	Understanding the World
	-Use all their senses in hands-on exploration of natural materials.
-Begin to make sense of their own life story and family story.
-Talk about members of their immediate family and community.
-Talk about what they see, using a wide vocabulary





-Know that there are different countries in the world and talk about the differences they have experienced or seen in photos.

-Show interest in different occupations.

-Continue to develop positive attitudes about differences between people.

	Use rice, gloop, sand, other food, shells, pebbles, pine cones etc in tuff tray
Ask children to collect natural objects from outside. Can they describe the texture of the object?
Get them to talk about their families and draw them. (make houses out of lollipop sticks with a drawing inside of who they live with.)
Make a representation of their families out of pebbles or loose parts ( transient art).
Talk about people in the community including Father Paul. Visit church.
RE- Creation. (see RE planning)

Have a map on display. Mark where we live, where their families are from,  where they have been on holiday, parents on deployment etc.


Have a range of different occupations role play outfits in the home corner. 
Set up different role play areas of different occupations inside or outside.
Have visits from police, fire, vets, dentists etc
Visit different occupations on RAF camp.
Visit shops/libraries etc in town.
Talk about what makes them special and unique.

	-Explore different materials freely, to develop their ideas about how to use them and what to make. 
-Develop their own ideas and then decide which materials to use to express them
-Explore colour and colour mixing
Create closed shapes with continuous lines and begin to use these shapes to represent objects
Draw with increasing complexity and detail, such as representing a face with a circle and including details.
Show different emotions in their drawings and paintings, like happiness, sadness, fear, etc.
Remember and sing entire songs
Sing the pitch of a tone sung by another person (pitch match)
Sing the melodic shape (moving melody, such as up and down, down and up) of familiar songs.
Create their own songs or improvise a song of one they know.
