At St Joseph’s, we aim to engage and inspire all pupils to take part fully in PE and develop a lifelong love of physical activity, sport and exercise. It is our vision for every child to succeed and achieve their potential as well as to lead physically active lifestyles. We understand how important physical movement is to children’s mental well-being and include physical activity into every school day, not just PE lessons. We aim to deliver high-quality teaching and learning opportunities coaching all children to succeed; enabling them to enjoy physical activity and sport. Our PE curriculum is dedicated to developing God-given gifts and talents of our children and with our PRAISE values.
(Positivity, Resilience, Adaptability, Independence, Self-control and Empathy.)

The children at St Joseph’s enjoy competitive games and sports and we use every opportunity to play inter-school games and attend local competitions, for example with the Carterton Sports Partnership.

In 2023-2024, all children were able to experience a range of sports from external providers, such as coaching in tennis. They also visited the local gymnasium (The Vault). Class teachers taught PE to their own classes and this model will continue throughout the next academic year. Using external providers will support the sustainability of local clubs as well as increase fitness and activity levels beyond the core curriculum offering. 

Some highlights of the year were sports week, coaching for all children (Nursery to Year 6) in a variety of sports and participation in inter school competitions, including Girls’ football, and attending an interschool Boccia final with our SEN children.Playing against other classes was fun, we really worked as a team
