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PE and Sport Premium Overview 2024-25
At St Joseph’s, our mission is to be inspired by Christ to become the individuals God intends us to be—living out our faith through caring for those less fortunate, solidarity, participation, stewardship, and dignity of the human person. Our PE and sport provision reflects these values, ensuring every child is included, supported, and given the opportunity to thrive physically, socially, and emotionally.
We aim to inspire a lifelong love of physical activity, sport, and exercise. Our high-quality physical education nurtures each child’s God-given potential while promoting healthy, active lifestyles. Physical activity is embedded throughout the school day to support both physical and mental well-being.
Our curriculum promotes physical development alongside our core PRAISE values—Positivity, Resilience, Adaptability, Independence, Self-control, and Empathy—helping children grow in confidence and character through sport.
In 2024-25, pupils accessed a broad range of sports, including external coaching in tennis, as well as visits from; Fox Cycling, Golden Point school of dance, Adventure plus and West Oxfordshire Boxing club. Class teachers led PE lessons through the Real PE platform, a model which will continue, complemented by specialist support to enhance provision and sustainability.
We value competitive sport as a vehicle for growth and community. Pupils took part in inter-school events via the Carterton Sports Partnership, including girls’ football, mixed TAG rugby and the Boccia finals, proudly representing our SEND pupils.
Our whole-school Sports Week continues to be a highlight for the children, enjoying the opportunity to try new sports, and increasing participation in both curricular and extracurricular physical activities.
Moving forward, we will continue to strengthen staff expertise, foster community links through sport, and ensure that PE remains a powerful tool for inclusion, wellbeing, and personal development.
