	Learning and growing as the people of God Year Two curriculum

Unit A – Old testament: prayers and stories. This unit is designed to give children some insight into the stories and the characters of the Old Testament. It will also introduce them to important images of God found in the scriptures.

Unit B - sharing in the life of jesus: mary, the disciples, saints & us. This unit is designed to extend the children’s knowledge and understanding of the life of Mary and Jesus and the call of the disciples. They will also learn about some saints who have responded to the call of Jesus. They will also be introduced to the prayer of silence as an opportunity to spend time with God.
	A - Most children will know that there are two parts to the Bible. Know stories about different people in the Old Testament who were called into friendship with God; recognise that psalms are special songs to praise and thank God. Understand that in the Old Testament we can discover some important images of God for Christians today.

B - Most children will know important stories from the New Testament about the life of Jesus and Mary and the call of the disciples; Know that the Rosary is a special form of Christian prayer. Know about the example of saints and important events in their lives. Understand and take part in a moment of stillness and prayer.
	A - Teamwork, group discussion, empathetic writing, speaking in role, sequencing text, Psalm writing

B - Group discussion, empathetic writing, sequencing, observing religious art, role-play, sitting still, speaking and listening, mind mapping, brainstorming.

Place Knowledge
· Compare Carterton and Brize Norton with nearby villages (e.g. Burford, Witney, Alvescot) and with a contrasting area elsewhere in the UK.
· Study similarities and differences in housing, services, land use and community life.
· Take local walks to observe the town, the RAF base, and how they influence daily life.
· Understand what makes Carterton special, particularly its links to the RAF and the movement of families.
Human and Physical Geography
· Learn and use basic vocabulary for physical features (river, field, park) and human features (town, village, city, harbour).
· Explore local rivers such as the Thames, Windrush or Shill Brook.
· Map local physical features through visits and walks.
· Explore RAF Brize Norton’s global links, comparing the RAF base to ports and harbours.
· Use the language of town, village and community to describe Carterton and Brize Norton.
Geographical Skills and Fieldwork
· Use maps, atlases, globes and aerial photographs to study the UK and local area.
· Practise compass directions (North, South, East, West).
· Create simple maps with keys and symbols to represent landmarks (e.g. parks, schools, RAF base).
· Go on local walks to apply map skills and directions.
· Design their own “ideal RAF-friendly town” using maps and symbols.
· Develop spatial awareness, seeing how their community is organised both physically and socially.

	Assessment: Final Project: "Our Carterton – Then, Now, and Us"
· Children will create a class book that includes:
-A map of Carterton and Brize Norton with key human/physical features
-“Who We Are” family tree wall, showing cultural and RAF links
- simple comparison between Carterton and another UK place
-Descriptions of their own traditions, friends, and how they live well in a community
-Artwork or models showing the local area, planes or buildings important to the RAF and Carterton
-Celebrate diversity in the classroom by learning about classmates’ backgrounds, languages, and customs
-Explore inventions that connect communities (e.g. transport: planes, bridges, trains)
