	Vocabulary, Grammar & Punctuation: Use capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks correctly in sentences. Understand that words join together to make sentences. Join ideas using and (Y1) and later and, but, or, when, if, that, because (Y2). Sequence sentences to tell a short story or describe an event. 	Learning as growing as the people of God Year 2 curriculum:

Sharing in the life of Jesus: Mary, The Disciples, Saints and us - This unit is designed to extend the children’s knowledge and understanding of the life of Mary and Jesus and the call of the disciples. They will also learn about some saints who have responded to the call of Jesus. They will also be introduced to the prayer of silence as an opportunity to spend time with God.

Advent - This unit is designed to develop children’s knowledge of the time, symbols and characters of the liturgical Season of Advent. It will focus on Advent being a season of preparation for Christmas through the story of John the Baptist and parish activities.
