[image: ]In Year 1, as Mathematicians we are exploring addition and subtraction within 20, place value within 50, multiplication and division and fractions. 
Key Words: add, subtract, total, difference, equals, tens, ones, digit, greater than, less, multiply, divide, groups, share, array, fraction, half, quarter, part, whole. 
In Reception, as Mathematicians we are exploring composition, cardinality, ordinality and counting and subitizing. 
Key Words: sorting, similar, different, doubles, even, odd, equal, parts, composed of, many, counting on, subitizing, arrangement, pattern, part-part-whole, ten frame, quantity.
In Year 1, writers, we are exploring Persuasive Writing and Poetry. We are unpicking the text Join our Pirate Crew and looking into seaside poetry. In Reception, as writers we are deepening our sentence writing skills to write decodable and creative sentences. 
In Year 1, as readers, we are deepening our Phase 4 and 5 phonetical decoding and reading in preparation for the upcoming Phonics Screening Test. In Reception, as readers, we are growing our sounding and blending skills to read and find meaning from longer sentences. 
Our key texts are: Giraffes Can’t Dance, Commotion in the Ocean, Big Book of the Blue, A hole in the bottom of the sea. 
Year 1 phonic sounds focus’ are: split diagraphs, alternative sounds and tricky words are: eye, again, any, many, friend, hour, work, through, pretty, shoe, two, once, beautiful, different, thought, busy 
Reception phonics focus is Phase 4 decoding and tricky words are: she, all, we, me, was, they, there, were, like, some, come, do
As Scientists we will explore and compare the differences between living things, dead things, and those that have never been alive. We will learn that most living things are suited to specific habitats and understand how different habitats meet the basic needs of plants and animals, and how they depend on one another. We will identify and name a variety of plants and animals in different habitats, including microhabitats, and describe how animals obtain food from plants and other animals using simple food chains. We will also identify and name different sources of food.

As Theologians we studying Easter, learning about the story of Easter and the Resurrection of Jesus from the dead. We will sing the “Alleluia” as a special Easter song and the symbol of the Easter Candle.
We will also study Pentecost, we will uncover the story of Pentecost and the transformation that takes place after receiving the gift of the Holy Spirit.

Across the Curriculum 
As Historians we are travelling back to 1666 and the Great Fire of London. We will find out what happened when the Great Fire of London started on 2nd September 1666, why it spread so quickly, and how people tried to stop it. We will learn about important people from the time and explore how we know about the past by looking at evidence like diaries and objects. We will also talk about the transformations in Firefighting and discuss how these key workers and the other service workers support society through their hard work. 

As Artists we are using our creative thinking and artistic approaches to create clay sculptures. We will be using a variety of modelling and printing techniques to create the sculptures. We will explore colour mixing to create seasonal colours to paint our final pieces.

As Athletes we are developing our PE skills through athletics and a range of field sports including cricket and rounders.

As Computer Programmers we are learning to create digital artwork using a range of tools, including lines, shapes, colours, and brush effects. We are exploring artistic styles inspired by Wassily Kandinsky while developing our ability to choose appropriate tools and techniques. We are also comparing digital and traditional art to reflect on our preferences and understanding.


As Deep Thinkers we are exploring the topic Growing Up, where children will explore the natural human cycle of life, focusing on what children can remember about their development so far and what they know will happen as they get older. We will also unpick being Role Models and in this faith-based session the children will understand why the Bible is so special to Christians and how they can act out the Gospel, using the example of Jesus washing His disciples’ feet. We will also have discussions about Personal Relationships, where children will expand their vocabulary by applying names to different family/friend relationships, consider positive/negative behaviour in relationships and learn to look to Jesus as their role model for a good friend. Children will learn to resolve conflict and the importance of asking for forgiveness.
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
