[image: ]Our Gospel Values are: Generous and Grateful 
As Theologians we will deepen our understanding of Easter and Pentecost, exploring their meaning and significance within Christianity. We will learn about key events such as Jesus’ resurrection and the coming of the Holy Spirit, reflecting on themes of hope, new life, and community.

Key Vocabulary: Easter, resurrection, crucifixion, Holy Week, Pentecost, Holy Spirit, disciples, church, celebration, faith, symbol, belief.

As Scientists we will study flowering plants, learning about their structure and the functions of each part, including roots, stems, leaves, and flowers. We will explore how plants grow, what they need to survive, and investigate the process of pollination and seed formation, developing our scientific enquiry skills through observation and simple experiments.

Key Vocabulary: flowering plant, roots, stem, leaves, petals, pollen, pollination, fertilisation, seed dispersal, nutrients, growth, reproduction, habitat.
As Mathematicians we are developing our understanding of time and decimals through practical and engaging activities. We will learn to tell the time to the nearest minute, understand the relationship between seconds, minutes, and hours, and interpret timetables. Alongside this, we will explore decimals by recognising tenths, comparing and ordering decimal numbers, and linking decimals to fractions and measurements.

Key Vocabulary: time, hours, minutes, seconds, analogue, digital, a.m., p.m., timetable, duration, decimal, tenths, hundredths, place value, compare, order, fraction.

As readers and writers, we will embark on exciting writing adventures! ​ The children will explore the legendary tale of Robin Hood, writing narratives that bring this iconic character to life. The children will also hone their persuasive writing skills by composing a letter inspired by Robin Hood rallying support against the Sherriff of Nottingham. We will also explore the art of poetry. ​ Through these activities, we will expand our vocabulary with new spelling patterns, including words with the suffixes -hood and -ship. It’s sure to be a term full of creativity and learning!

Our key texts are: Robin Hood, 
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Across the Curriculum 
As Historians (Completed in a different term)

As Geographers we are learning about the United Kingdom, including its countries, capital cities, and surrounding seas. We will also explore physical and human features and develop map-reading skills.

As Artists we are creating clay sculptures inspired by Mexican art, exploring patterns, shapes, and cultural designs. We will develop our sculpting techniques, including shaping, joining, and adding texture.

As Athletes we are developing our swimming skills, focusing on water confidence and basic strokes. We will also learn important water safety techniques

As Musicians we will identify and describe key features of Baroque music and its instruments, comparing it with music from other periods. We will also compose, notate using a graphic score, and perform a seasonal piece of music that tells an original story.

As Design Technologists Completed in a different term)

As Computer Programmers we are exploring desktop publishing by creating and editing digital documents. We will learn how to combine text and images effectively to communicate information clearly.

As French Speakers we are learning French phonics to improve pronunciation and confidence. We will also learn vocabulary related to the seasons and use it in simple sentences.

As Deep Thinkers we are exploring the concept of the Trinity and its importance in Christian belief. We will reflect on how being made in God’s image encourages us to live and work together in community. 
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
