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As Historians we are finishing our topic on WWII, investigating events leading up to and during WWII across Europe.

As Artists we are learning about sculpture and how flowers can influence artists.

As Athletes we are enjoying outdoor sports such as rounders and athletics. 

As Musicians we are investigating beats and rhythms.

As Computer Programmers we are learning about Vector Graphics.

As French Speakers we are looking at phonics and fruits!

As Deep Thinkers we are thinking about how we are Created to Live in the Community and our relationship to our wider world.
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Our Gospel Values are: Grateful and Generous.
As Theologians we are learning about Easter, the story of Thomas and the Resurrection of Jesus, funeral rituals and symbols and related scripture readings.

Key Vocabulary: Risen Christ, tomb, resurrection, Pashal Candle, Baptism, holy water.
As Scientists we are investigating circuits, trialling different elements to assess which combination will work and why.

Key Vocabulary: bulb, circuit, battery, component, current, cell, buzzer, evaluate.
As Mathematicians we are looking at statistics- line graphs, bar charts, tables and pie charts. This will be a fabulous opportunity for the children to collect and display their own data.

Key Vocabulary: y axis, x axis, plot, line, bar, pie, chart, graph, data.

As readers and writers, we are analysing the layout and features of a diary recount using The Last Bear as our inspiration text. We will be using subordinating conjunctions, adverbials of time, expanded noun phrases and conjunctive adverbs.
